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To help create platforms for meaningful engagement with the corporate sector, FICCI-SEDF
and Project Connect have been organizing large-scale advocacy programs such as workshops,
conclaves and round-table discussions at the national as well as regional levels. This approach
helps in the mobilization and sensitization of the corporate sector in a planned manner to make
meaningful contributions in the mitigation of HIV/AIDS and TB.

FICCI-SEDF

FICCI set up the Socio-Economic Development
Foundation (FICCI-SEDF) to provide an
institutional base to the social sector activities of
the corporate sector and to promote corporate
social responsibility. FICCI, since its inception, has
successfully influenced the participation of
individuals in various social welfare programs for
an inclusive society.
